Foreign Languages Curriculum Intent
“With languages, you are at home everywhere.” Edmund De Waal

At Caton Primary School, we believe that the learning of a language provides a valuable educational, social and cultural experience
for our pupils. It helps them to develop communication skills in speaking, listening, reading and writing, with an aim of making
substantial progress in one language. Teaching enables pupils to express their ideas and thoughts in another language and to
understand and respond to its speakers. In addition, children’s knowledge of how language works will be developed to lay the
foundations for further language learning in future and to increase depth of understanding of the English language. We believe that
learning another language gives children a new and broader perspective on the world, encouraging them to understand their own
cultures and those of others. France is our chosen language as the majority of secondary schools in our locality teach French in Year
7, therefore pupils’ language learning in Key Stage 2 acts as a springboard for further progression in Key Stage 3 and beyond. Pupils
visit France in Year 6 and have ongoing contact with the primary school in our twin town of Socx, giving real purpose to their
language learning. As well as teaching French in a systematic way, we also celebrate and embrace other foreign languages,
engendering a love of language learning and an appreciation of world languages, including those spoken by our pupils as their first
language.
